Utilizing meticulous curved surface layering techniques, | have replicated the
voluptuous, organic silhouettes of hand-molded ceramic vases. The core
highlight lies in the sculptural surface treatment, inspired by the traditional
pottery casting process to carve multi-dimensional forms directly onto the
leather, creating a profound visual depth.

Every layer and every incision is more than a technical display; it is my way of
"sculpting’ the Champa cultural heritage. | aim to transform static materials
into a living entity that breathes the bold spirit of Avant-Garde art.
