Y twéng “Két thic ?” (The end ?), dat trong bdi canh hau tan thé - thei diém ma nén van minh 2,6 triéu nam
cua con ngwoi da hoan toan sup doé sau cac tham hoa vé méi trwdng, chién tranh hat nhan, thién tai, nguwoi
ngoai hanh tinh,... Trong bdi canh nay phap luat, dao dirc va moi dinh kién xa hoi da tan lui. Tir dong tro tan
nhirng bang dang, té chirc va giao phai moc Ién nhw nam, sinh séi va phi réng khap moi luc dia.

Chang con gi hop li hon khi chon nghé thuat “tién phong” (Avant-garde) trong bdi canh day hén loan nay,
day dwoc xem la cong cu biéu dat cha dao do kha nang pha v& nhirng chuan mwc cai dep, thach thirc cau
truc va dé cao y niém hon tinh rng dung. Thay vi hwéng dén vé dep hoan hao, “két thic” khai thac sw méo
mo, t6i tam, bat ddi xirng va khéng hoan chinh.

Khi hau khac nghiét, co s& vat chat bi pha huy, lwong thuwc can kiét mé hinh chung tao ra mét “méi trwérng
chét”, khi d6 quan ao khéng chi mang tinh chat lam dep né chinh la céng cu sinh ton gitp ta chéng d& trwéc
diéu kién song gan nhw bang khdng. Hinh khdi cta trang phuc mang tinh phong vé cao, bén canh dé sir dung
cac khoi phéng dai, cau tric bat can xirng va nhiéu I&p chong Ién nhau. Phom dang dwoc tao hinh nham tao
sw nang né, cong kénh goi sw lién twéng dén nhivng 1&p giap hoac tan tich kién tric con sét lai sau sw diét
vong.

“Két thic” khéng chi phan anh sw két thic ciia mét nén van minh dai dang dang, né tham chi con mé ra mét
goc nhin méi vé kha nang tai sinh day manh mé caa con ngwoi, dwoc tai hién thong qua ngdn ngir nghé thuat
la th&i trang. Khi moi chuan mwce bi pha v&, trang phuc tré thanh phwong tién thé hién sw khang cw, thich
nghi va sinh ton.



The concept "The End?" is set in a post-apocalyptic context—a time when 2.6 million years of human history
have completely collapsed following environmental disasters, nuclear war, natural catastrophes, alien
invasions, and more. In this setting, laws, ethics, and all social prejudices have withered away. From the
ashes, gangs, organizations, and cults have mushroomed, proliferating and spreading across every continent.

Nothing could be more logical than choosing "Avant-garde" art for this chaotic backdrop. It is considered the
primary tool of expression due to its ability to break aesthetic standards, challenge structures, and prioritize
concept over utility. Instead of pursuing perfection, "The End?" explores distortion, darkness, asymmetry, and
imperfection.

Harsh climates, destroyed infrastructure, and depleted food supplies collectively create a "dead
environment." In this world, clothing is no longer just for adornment; it is a survival tool that helps us
withstand conditions that are almost uninhabitable. The silhouettes of the garments are highly protective,
exaggerated volumes, asymmetrical structures, and multiple layers. The fits are designhed to evoke a sense of
heaviness and bulkiness, reminiscent of armor plating or the architectural ruins remaining after extinction.

"The End?" does not only reflect the conclusion of a long-standing civilization; it even opens a new
perspective on humanity’s powerful capacity for rebirth, reimagined through the artistic language of fashion.
When all standards are shattered, clothing becomes a medium of resistance, adaptation, and survival.
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
