MEANING.

IN MY WORK, I EXPLORE SILHOUETTES, TEXTURES, AND MATERIALS,
BLENDING CONCEPTUAL THINKING WITH HANDS-ON PRACTICE. I AM
DRAWN TO THE INTERPLAY BETWEEN MATERIALS—SUCH AS THE
CONTRAST BETWEEN PRECISE STRUCTURES AND ORGANIC SHAPES—
AND TO DEVELOPING A DESIGN LANGUAGE ROOTED IN RESEARCH,
EXPERIMENTATION, AND ONGOING INQUIRY. DURING MY STUDIES, I
SHOWCASED A DESIGN AT THE OFFNAWEEK FASHION SHOW IN TEL
AVIV AND PARTICIPATED IN THE BEZALEL ACADEMY’S YEAR-END
EXHIBITION IN 2026.IN THIS PROJECT, CRAFTED ENTIRELY FROM
PLANT-BASED LEATHER, I SOUGHT TO EXPLORE CONCEPTS OF
DURABILITY, MEMORY, AND VALUE WITHIN A WORLD DEFINED BY A
CULTURE OF RAPID CONSUMPTION. MY AIM WAS TO CREATE AN ITEM
NOT PERCEIVED AS A FLEETING TREND OR A DISPOSABLE PRODUCT,
BUT RATHER AS AN OBJECT OF EMOTIONAL AND MATERIAL
SIGNIFICANCE—ONE DESIGNED TO ENDURE, EVOLVE, AND REMAIN A
COMPANION OVER
TIME.
